THE VERCORS

Vercors Regional Nature Park extends over
186,000 ha between the Isere Valley to the
north and the Diois to the south. Water has
shaped deep gorges in the cliffs, majestic
cirques, caves and chasms among the most
famous in Europe. Wooded plateaux and
valleys shaped by agriculture are home to
a remarkable fauna and flora. We'll stop at
the cellars of Die Jaillance to discover a true
love story between man and the vine and
enjoy a wine-tasting* session.

VIENNE

LENGTH: 2 hours

Our guided walking tour of Vienne will
allow us to discover a Roman city rich in
vestiges. The history of Vienne goes back
more than 2,000 years. The city is indivisible
from the Rhone River and the surrounding
hills. The Allobrogi people are thought to
have made it their capital, but it was in the
Roman era that the city began to prosper
on both banks. You will see the Antique
Theatre; built roughly between 40 and 50
AD, itis considered one of the largest in the

Roman Empire, with its 130m-diameter and
13,000-spectator capacity. Restored in 1938,
it was returned to its original function and
is now a venue for artistic events. The tour
will continue with the Temple of Augustus
and Livia (exteriors only). This temple
dedicated to Rome and Augustus stood in
a sacred area on the forum and has carried
this name since the end of the 18" century.
Its construction began about 20-10 BC; it
was later transformed at the beginning of
the Middle Ages into a church, and was
finally restored in the second half of the
19" century thanks to the intervention of
Prosper Mérimeée. Finally, to complete the
tour, you will see the Cathedral of St Maurice
(exteriors only), which has been listed as a
historic monument since 1840.

CREMONA AND PARMA

A stroll through the historical centre of
Cremona reveals its hidden artistic and
architectural treasures. Within the superb
medieval square, we'll take in the immensity
of the duomo, bell tower, and cathedral.

VENICE AND THE DOGE’S
PALACE

LENGTH: 2 hours

WEe'll set out for a guided tour of Venice,
passing by St Mark's Square and the exteriors
of St Mark's Cathedral. The Byzantine fagades
of the Cathedral willimmediately draw your
attention. The tour continues with the Doge’s
Palace, the residence of the Dukes of Venice
and seat of the Venetian government from
the 9" century until the Repubilic fell in 1797.
Although there are no longer any traces
of the 9"-century Byzantine structures, the
Palace as we see it today, richly decorated
both on the outside and inside, dates back to
the 14" century and is considered by many
to be the finest in the world. You will then be
able to admire the paintings of Tintoretto
and Veronese from the top of the famous
Golden Staircase before walking through
the Grand Council Chamber and out onto
the balcony with its fantastic view over the
city. You will cross the famous decorated
Bridge of Sighs which leads to the prison.

VERONA AND THE
AMPHITHEATRE ARENA
LENGTH: 6 hours

\erona: a splendid city of art, surrounded by
traces of ancient history and the mythical
dimension bestowed upon it by the tragedy of
Romeo and Juliet. The Romans founded the
city in 49 BC and built many of its grandiose
works such as the amphitheatre—the third
largest in Italy. We'll leave for our tour from
Polesella and begin with a panoramic visit of
the city by coach, entering through the Porta
Palio. We'll see the beautiful Castelvecchio
and the Arco dei Gavi. The Porta Nuova

offers a wonderful view of the towers, hills
and mountains in the background. From here,
we'll set off on foot with our guide to Juliet's
House (Casa di Giulietta) to see the balcony
where she stood when Romeo declared his
love. We'll then walk to the arena—built from
the characteristic local pink and white stone
in the 1t century AD—which seated as many
as 30,000 spectators at gladiatorial combats,
mock naval battles and other such popular
entertainment.

If the amphitheatre is closed, we’ll visit the
magnificent Giusti Gardens.

Here, you can
take in the gorgeous facade of the Teatro
Olimpico, which opened in 1585 and contains
the oldest standing stage set still in existence.
The theatre was the final design by Italian
Renaissance architect Andrea Palladio and
is part of the sites listed as UNESCO World
Heritage Sites in the city.

Giacomo Girolamo Casanova was born
in Venice in 1725. Both his parents were
actors, and he was the first of six children
in the family. He entered the University of
Padua at age twelve and graduated five
years later with a degree in law. Over his
lifetime, he was a lawyer, soldier, violinist,
courtier, economist, philosopher, writer,
and of course, a lover who got into sexual
escapades resembling operatic plots. While
visiting Doge’s Palace, our guide will evoke
his intricate life, including his imprisonment in
the palace in solitary confinement for ‘grave
faults committed in public outrages against
the holy religion.” He later escaped with
the help of a renegade priest. Casanova's
reputation remains until this day, and our
guide will recount the most outrageous

moments of this “adventurer’s” life. Our guide
will then take us on a walk through the city
streets, passing by the Casino Venier and
Casanova’s house, finishing up at the Rialto
Bridge. After our tour, you can return to the
ship at your own pace.

CLASSIC EXCURSIONS

AVEIRO

LENGTH: 2 hours

Often called the “Venice of Portugal’, and
known as the salt capital of Portugal, Aveiro
is surrounded by salt marshes, beaches and
lagoons and is dominated by the Central
Canalthat runs through it. This little medieval
town, built on a lagoon, expanded rapidly
during the 15" and 16" centuries as a sea
port thanks to cod fishing. It is also a centre
for barogue art with its many buildings
and monuments. Aveiro has kept several
of its typical boats with half-moon shaped
prows, the “moliceiros’. Nowadays, Aveiro
and its surroundings form a very significant
industrial region with naval shipyards,
engineering, iron and steel works, cellulose-
producing factories, porcelain and pottery,
and where salt production and fishing are
stillimportant activities. Its university is one
of the largest in Portugal and there are also
several higher studies buildings. Aveiro is
a bright and friendly little town with art-
nouveau style architecture, brightly coloured
houses and charming little alleyways for you
to take a lovely stroll.

GUIMARAES

LENGTH: 4 hours

We'll leave by coach from Porto for
Guimaraes. With our guide, we'll begin
the tour of this university town on foot to
discover its historical treasures. We'll get the
chance to discover the Nossa Senhora de
Oliveira Church, the most important religious
building in the city with a wide diversity of
architectural influences (exteriors only.) The
medieval heart of Guimardes is a labyrinth
of lanes and picturesque plazas framed by
14-century buildings. We'll continue on to
the Palace of the Dukes of Braganza. This
16'"-century medieval estate was the former
residence of the first Dukes of Braganza and
features striking architecture. At the end of
our visit, we'll return on board in Porto.

LAMEGO

LENGTH: 4 hours

We'll leave by coach from Regua towards
Lamego for a guided tour of the city centre
by coach and on foot. Lamego is a charming
episcopal and commercial town where wel'll
get to discover the Nossa Senhora dos
Remedios Sanctuary. This 18"-century church

stands out with its white fagcade dominating
abarogue staircase. Its impressive 686 steps
end in a shrine built in the rocaille style and
adorned with azulejos. The first stone was laid
on February 14", 1750 and gave way to the
construction of a massive temple overlooking
the city and providing a breathtaking view
over the misty mountains of the surrounding
landscape. We'll return on board in Regua.

PORTO AND WINE TASTING
LENGTH: 4 hours

We'll leave by coach from the Villa Nova
de Gaia Quay, facing Porto from across
the Douro river and the famous Dom
Luis| Bridge, built between 1881 and 1886
by French engineer Theophile Seyrig, one
of Gustave Eiffel's pupils. We'll discover The
Palacio da Bolsa (Stock Exchange Building)
and the Igreja de Sao Francisco (Church of
Saint Francis), also known as the “Golden
Church”. We'll then cross the Dom Luis |
Bridge again back to Villa Nova de Gaia for
the visit of a wine cellar. Porto’s pride notably
stems from its famous wine known the world
over, which you will get to taste*.

We'll then
set out to explore Mateus Palace, the most
beautiful and astonishing manor in all of
northern Portugal.

Behind the manor is a delightful garden with
box hedges, statues, and a spectacular 115-
foot cedar tunnel.

CLASSIC EXCURSIONS

AN EVENINGIN AN
ANDALUSIAN HACIENDA
LENGTH: 1.5 hours

After dinner, we'll visit a typical Andalusian
hacienda. We'll discover its beautiful architecture
withits impressive Andalusian patio and watch
a horse show in its private arena.

We'll leave by coach for our panoramic
tour of Cadiz. We'll be able to bathe in the
cultural and historic riches of the city, as well
as its long stretches of unspoiled beaches.
The old centre brings together the most
characteristic areas of the city, including
beautiful barogue churches and elegant
mansions, many of which are adorned with
painted facades of delicate pastel colours
and ornate wrought iron balconies. We'll
visit the cathedral, a magnificent Barogue
and Neoclassic building whose construction
lasted for over 115 years.

CADIZ

LENGTH: 2 hours

Departure on foot to visit Cadiz, one of the
oldest cities in Europe. The old centre brings
together the most characteristic areas of the
city, including beautiful baroque churches
and elegant mansions, many of which are
adorned with painted facades of delicate
pastel colours and ornate wrought iron
balconies. Our tour continues towards the
Plaza de Espafa, formerly known as Plaza
del Carbon, which was extended to mark
the 100" anniversary of the constitution.
Your tour ends via the Plaza de las Flores.
You will be enchanted by this blue and white
city. Return on board in Cadiz.

CORDOBA (full day)

LENGTH: 10 hours

We'llleave by coach from Seville for our tour
of Cérdoba. Cérdoba’s golden era started in
the 8th century when it was conquered by
the Moors who built about 300 mosques
and countless palaces and public buildings. In
the 13" century under the reign of Fernando
Il the Saint, the Great Mosque of Cérdoba
was transformed into a cathedral and new
defensive structures were built, including
the Alcazar de los Reyes Cristianos and the
Calahorra Tower. After lunch in a restaurant,
enjoy some free time in the city.

FARO AND TAVIRA

LENGTH: 4 hours

Welll leave by coach for our tour of Faro and
start off with the cathedral (exteriors only).
Originally built as a church in the 13" and 14"
centuries, Saint Mary became a cathedral in
the 16" century. A few elements still remain
from the original church including the bell
tower and two chapels at the crossing of
the transept. Afterwards, we'll head to Tavira.
White walls, Moorish-style doors and roofs are
characteristic of this city which has preserved
the charm of the unspoilt villages of southern
Portugal. This lovely coastal town is crossed
by the river Gildao and boasts several beautiful
bridges, including “Ponte Romana” with its
seven Roman arches. We'll return on board
in Vila Real de Santo Antonio.

FLAMENCO EVENING

LENGTH: 2.5 hours

After dinner, departure on foot for a Flamenco
evening. Flamenco (cante flamenco) is an art
created by the Gypsy and Andalusian peoples
based on popular folklore born from the
various cultures which flourished throughout
the centuries in Spain. Originally, Flamenco
was simply a capella vocals (cante). Its first
genre, la tona, was forged in the geographical
triangle formed by Triana, Jerez and Cadiz.
Only later did the hand-clapping (palmas),
the dancing (el baile) and the guitar (toque)
appear. Dancing and guitar can now often
be found alone, although vocals are still
considered at the heart of the tradition. More
recently, instruments such as the cajon @@
percussion instrument from Peru), the palillos
(castanets), and the bass guitar were added.
Immerse yourself in the most famous Spanish
tradition, this mixture of vocals, guitar and
dance in which Arab, Oriental and Gypsy
influences mingle. Return to the boat.

GRANADA (full day)

LENGTH: 14.5 hours

We'll leave by coach for Granada. Located
at the foot of the Sierra Nevada and at the
confluence of three rivers, Granada was
the capital of the last Islamic kingdom in
the Iberian Peninsula. We'll start off at the
Alhambra, literally “the red”, reflecting the
colour of the walls at sunset. It is one of the
major monuments of Islamic architecture and
the most majestic mediaeval fortress in the
Mediterranean. Along with the Great Mosque
of Cérdoba, it is the most impressive evidence
of the Islamic presence in Spain from the 8"
to the 15" centuries. The tour continues with a
visit to the Generalife, and its marvelous 14'-
century gardens, where water was harnessed
torefresh every courtyard and garden. We'll
enjoy lunch at a restaurant downtown. In the
afternoon, you'll be able to enjoy the delights
of Granada at your own pace.

JEREZ AND A GANADERIA
LENGTH: 5 hours

WEe'll depart from El Puerto de Santa Maria
for our excursion in Jerez. A panoramic tour
by coach will allow us to see the cathedral
which was built in 1695 over the ruins of the
old Jerez mosque and the former Salvador
Church. Afterwards, we'll discover the Alcazar
which still displays a large amount of features
from its early construction in the 12" century.
Our tour continues with a visit to a “Ganaderia”
(a property where bulls are raised).

LA RABIDA FRIARY AND
WHARF OF THE CARAVELS
LENGTH: 5 hours

Set off by coach for a guided visit of the
Rabida Friary. Christopher Columbus was
welcomed here by Brother Juan Perez
who gave him hospitality. This Franciscan
Friary was one of only two or three in the
world where navigation based on the
stars (Celestial Navigation) was studied.
Christopher Columbus stopped here before
he set off for America. Then you will visit
the Wharf of the Caravels where you will
be able to see the replicas of Christopher
Columbus's ships, the Pinta, the Nifia and
the Santa Maria, with which he discovered
America in 1492. Return on board.

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NATURE RESERVE

AND BIRD-WATCHING SITE
LENGTH: 4 hours

Departure by coach to a nature reserve,
where you'll take a private tour with a
forest guide. This excursion will be a total
immersion into an entirely unspoiled natural
area which has managed to preserve its very
specific character. Then, we will goon to a
bird-watching site where you will get the
chance to discover an amazing variety of
bird species: waders, gulls, ducks, etc.

We'll enjoy a tasting of three different
wines* along with some regional products.

SEVILLE

LENGTH: 2.5 hours

Departure on foot for our guided tour of
Seville. We'll start off our visit with the azulejos
that adorn the Plaza de Espafa. A fountain
designed by Vicente Traver, a Valencian
architect, stands in the centre. We'll move
on with a stroll through the typically Sevillian
patios garnished with flowers in the charming
Santa Cruz district. Afterwards, we'll discover
the Alcazar, one of the oldest Royal Palaces in
Europe and the King's residence. A Moorish
house and a fortress, the Alcazaba (former
Arab district) is a gorgeous witness of the
mudéjar style with a combination of Moorish
techniques and Christian symbols. Return on
board in the late morning.

SEVILLE AND

THE ALCAZAR PALACE

LENGTH: 4.5 hours

We'll leave by coach for our guided tour
of Seville, beginning with the Plaza de
Espafa - a majestic crescent-shaped
complex arranged around a central
square. Built for the 1929 Ibero-American
Exposition to showcase Spain’s industrial
and technological exhibits, the building's
tiled alcoves each represent a different
province of Spain. The complex faces the
Guadalquivir, signifying the prosperous
trading route towards the Atlantic Ocean
and the Americas. We'll continue on to Santa
Cruz, the most picturesque and delightful
part of the city with narrow, winding cobbled
streets and whitewashed houses. This
former Jewish quarter remains part of the
historical centre of the city and contains
many renowned monuments. Afterwards,
we'll discover the Alcazar Palace, one of
the oldest Royal Palaces in Europe and
the current royal residence. Our tour ends
with Seville’s cathedral, providing one of
the last testimonies to Gothic style. This
structure was built over the ruins of an
Almohad mosqgue as a symbol of the capital's
prosperous status of great commercial town
after the Reconquista.

The best way to see everything in a few
hours! For many years, only about 0.5%
of trips were made by bike in Seville, with
roads choked with four rush hours a day
due to traditional siestas. In 2013, however,
Seville was listed as number five in the top
20 bicycle-friendly cities. The city now has
over 105 miles of bike paths. During the tour,
we'll stop to visit the Alcazar, one of the most
beautiful in Spain and regarded as one of
the most outstanding examples of Mudéjar
architecture found on the Iberian Peninsula.
The tour is approximately 9 miles long.
Attention: children are under the responsibility
of their parents and must be able to ride a bicycle
on their own.

Built in 1751 by
Prince Elector Karl Theodor, it housed the
wine paid as taxes by the wine growers in the
region. Legend has it that the permanently
intoxicated court jester who guarded the cask,
Perkeo, died after mistakenly drinking a simple
glass of water. From either the Great Terrace
or the gardens, enjoy an amazing view over
Heidelberg, the Neckar River,and the valley.
Enjoy a stroll through the castle gardens, once
considered a masterpiece of their time. We'll
then head for the Neckarmuinzplatz, on the
banks of the Neckar River, and continue
with a guided tour of the old town. We'll
pass by the Church of the Holy Spirit, the
most famous church in Heidelberg, whose
steeple dominates the town. After the tour,
take advantage of some free time.

Afterwards, we'll visit the porcelain
factory. In the museum, we'll take an enticing
journey through more than 300 years of
porcelain history.

Less than a hundred years later, the
first iron ship was launched notwithstanding
the other manufacturers mocking the idea,
thinking that iron could not float. Meyer Werft
gained international recognition through
the construction of roll on/roll off ferries,
passenger ferries, gasoline tankers, container
ships, livestock ferries and most recently
luxury cruise ships. Due to its upstream
location on the river Ems, the giant ships
to be delivered have to make a 36km voyage
to the Dollart.

You'll get to discover, among other sights,
St. Vitus Cathedral, the Old Royal Palace with
its Vladislav Hall, St. George's Basilica and
the famous Golden Lane.

BELGRADE

LENGTH: 4 hours

We'll set out by coach to visit Belgrade,
the capital of Serbia, also known as one of
the oldest European cities with a history
stretching back some 7000 years. The
“White City” is located at the confluence of
the Sava and Danube rivers. The town has
a fortress sitting atop one of the highest
hills in Belgrade as well as a commercial
centre and port. We'll start off with a guided
panoramic tour of the city, during which we'll
have the opportunity to admire Belgrade's
National Theatre and National Museum,
the Royal Palace which currently houses
the City Assembly of Belgrade, the Ancient
Royal Palace and more.

NOVISAD

AND SREMSKI KARLOVCI
LENGTH: 3 hours

We'll set off by coach to visit the town of
Novi Sad. Capital of the autonomous region
of Vojvodina, Novi Sad is also the second
largest town in Serbia, going by the size of its
population. The town has a long and troubled
history since it was under the rule of Celts,
Romans, Franks, Barbarians and Turks until
it became part of the Habsburg Empire. It
was known as “Petrovaradin” in the past, and
the name Novi Sad (meaning ‘new plant)
only came into use in 1748. The history of
the town was further troubled during the
20" century when after the First World War,
the Balkan territories were in turn united
and separated under different names, until
in 2006 when the town finally became part
of anindependent Serbia. We'll visit the city
centre on foot. The Austro-Hungarian old
town, with its barogue buildings, grew up
around the ancient fortifications. We'll get
the chance to visit the Episcopal Church
as well as an orthodox church before we
continue up the main street to Freedom
Square where we'll find the Town Hall, dating
from 1895. The coach will be waiting for you
near Freedom square to finish the visit with
a panoramic tour up the main boulevards
leading to the boat.

LENGTH: 3.75 hours

Located on the banks of the lonian Sea and
dominated by Mount Etna, you'll discover
vast squares, wide streets, and lava-rock
buildings in the splendid city of Catania.

We'll visit
the cathedral, whose facade incorporates
baroque motifs and classical elements.
Inside, the three aisles of the church are
divided by tall pillars, and in the chapel at
the end of the right aisle is the silver urn of
San Corrado, the patron saint of the city.

RAGUSA AND MODICA

The tight-knit
lanes are pleasant for strolling, and much
of theisland’s charm lies in wandering down
narrow medieval lanes, past romantically
crumbling or lovingly restored baroque
palaces and churches.

CLASSIC EXCURSIONS

BETHLEHEM AND JERICHO
LENGTH: 12 hours

We'll cross through a portion of the Judean
Desert to reach Jericho, one of the oldest
cities in the world. The city is described in
the Hebrew Bible as the “city of palm trees,”
and itis known for its deep history and fertile
soils. It is also the lowest city in the world
at 846 feet (258 m) below sea level. One
of the most interesting sites is a very old
sycamore tree, known as Zaccheus' Tree.
Although it is not the original tree, many
pilgrims come to see the area and ambiance
where Zaccheus climbed to see Jesus as he
entered the city. We'll then continue to what
is thought to be the Mount of Temptations,
on the hills overlooking the city. Afterwards,
we'll visit Bethlehem, the city where David
was crowned king of Israel and where
Jesus was born. We'll visit the Church of
the Nativity, which contains the grotto where
many Christians believe he was born.

GALILEE AND LAKE TIBERIAS
LENGTH: 9 hours (4-hour transfer)

We'll set off by coach for our excursion to
Galilee and Lake Tiberias, a freshwater lake
known also as the Sea of Galilee or Kinneret
in Hebrew. This is the main water source in
Israel and is for Christians the place where
many of the events described in the Bible
occurred. The excursion will first take
you to Cana (or Kafr Cana), where Jesus
performed the miracle of transforming water
into wine. We'll continue on to the Mount of
Beatitudes, from where there are wonderful
views of Lake Tiberias. You will also visit the
Church of the Beatitudes, Tabgha (believed
to be one of the most beautiful and most
peaceful holy Christian sites) the Church of
the Multiplication of the Loaves and Fishes
as well as the Church of the Primacy of St
Peter, believed to be where after he had
risen, Jesus reinstated Peter as chief among
the Apostles. We'll continue to Capernaum,
which was the base camp for Jesus during
his Galilean ministry. It was here that he was
said to have preached to the synagogue and
healed the sick, and where he chose his first
four disciples Peter, Andrew, James and John
from among the local fishermen. We'll visit
the Synagogue and the house of St Peter,
of which only ruins remain and where Jesus
was said to have lived. Next we'll travel to

Jordan where Jesus was baptised by John
the Baptist.

NAZARETH

NICOSIA AND KYRENIA
LENGTH: 7.75 hours

Nicosia is the capital city of Cyprus and its
largest metropolis. The Greek Cypriot and
Turkish Cypriot communities of Nicosia
segregated into the south and north of the
city respectively in 1963. The buffer zone
formed as a result is known as the Green Line
and runs through Ledra Street. We'll visit the
centre of the city through the Kyrenia Gate,
built in the 16" century by the Venetians.
Our tour willinclude the Selimiye Mosque, a
former Roman Catholic cathedral converted
into a mosque in the 16th century. During the
Ottoman period, it was the largest mosque
on the whole island, and was used weekly by
the Ottoman governor, administrators, and
elite for Friday prayers. We'll then continue on
to Kyrenia, noted for its historic harbor and
castle. A spectacular site that has served the
Byzantines, Crusaders, Venetians, Ottomans,
and British throughout the centuries, it now
houses a shipwreck museum among other
attractions. The picturesque port lies at the
foot of the castle. After our visit, we'll head
to Bellapais Abbey, a monastery built in the
13" century and one of the most serene and
tranquil places on theisland. We'll have lunch
during our excursion.

PAPHOS

LENGTH: 5 hours

We'll leave from Limassol by coach and
head towards Paphos. On our way, we'll
stop off at Rotsa tou kalamara, also known
as Aphrodite’s Rock, a popular attraction
because its status in mythology as her
birthplace. We'll then continue on to
Paphos, visiting two major sites in the
Kato Pafos Archaeological Park. The first
are the impressive, underground tombs
dating back to the 4" century BC. Because
of their beauty and importance, they are
listed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site. They
are carved out of solid rock, and a few are
decorated with high, Doric pillars. Important
officials rather than actual kings were buried
here, but the magnificence of the tombs gave
the locality its name. We'll also visit several
restored Roman villas, including the Houses
of Dionysus, Theseus, and Aion. Afterwards,
we'll continue on to the coastal town of
Yeroskipou and visit a Loukoum (Turkish
Delight) factory for a tasting. We'll return
to the ship in Limassol.

CLASSIC EXCURSIONS

BERAT AND APOLLONIA
LENGTH: 10 hours (4.5-hour transfer)
Berat is one of the highlights when visiting
Albania, whose most striking feature is
the white houses climbing up the hill to
its castle. The centre of Berat is listed
as a UNESCO World Heritage Site and
contains rare examples of Ottoman-style
architecture. The old quarter contains lovely
ensembles of whitewashed walls, tiled roofs
and cobblestone roads. Although Berat is
now a major tourist site, it has managed
to retain its easy-going charm and friendly
atmosphere. Don't miss it! We'll enjoy lunch
during our excursion and then continue on
to the largest archaeological site in Albania:
Apollonia. Apollonia was founded in 588 BC
by Greek colonists from Corfu and Corinth.
The city flourished during Roman rule
and was home to a renowned school of
philosophy. Julius Caesar rewarded Apollonia
with the status of “free city” for supporting
him during the Great Roman Civil War. The
future Emperor Augustus completed his
studies here. The picturesque ruins within
the city walls include a small theatre and
the elegant pillars on the restored facade
of the city’'s administrative centre.

BUTRINT

LENGTH: 4 hours (1.70-hour transfer)

For this excursion, we'll leave Saranda and
head inland, crossing the Bistricé River and
the vast Vrina Plain before arriving at the
saltlagoon known as Lake Butrint. We'll visit
the UNESCO World Heritage site of Butrint,
once part of the Greek and Roman colonies.
Inhabited since prehistoric times, the city
experienced a great period of prosperity
under Byzantine rule. The most ancient
objects found at the archaeological site are
a stone hammer and a shaft belonging to
the latter part the second millennium BCE.
There are also many extraordinary Greek
objects, including statues of their gods. The
first modern archaeological excavations
began in 1928 when Benito Mussolini sent an
expedition to extend Italian dominance into
the area. The excavations, which continued
through 1943, uncovered the Hellenistic and
Roman part of the ancient city including
the “Lion Gate” and the “Scaean Gate”. The
most interesting ancient Greek monument
is the theatre, which is fairly well preserved.
The major ruin from the paleo-Christian
era is the baptistery, an ancient Roman
monument adapted to the cultural needs of
Christianity. In the 5 century, Butrint became
an Episcopal centre, only to be abandoned
several centuries later. It was reconstructed
under Byzantine control in the 9" century.

CORFU AND ACHILLEON
LENGTH: 3.5 hours

We'll depart by coach with our guides to
visit the sights of the island of Corfu. First
of all you will visit the Achilleon Palace, built
between 1889 and 1891 following the orders
of Empress Elisabeth (better known as “Sissi”)
in honor of her favorite Greek hero, Achilles.
The neo-classical palace is dedicated to
Achilles and the lliad and is decorated, as are
the gardens, with numerous classical statues
including the “Dying Achilles’, the emblem
of the residence. The visit will continue by
coach through the Kanoni peninsula, an

extraordinarily beautiful site. You will be able
to admire an unforgettable view where all
the shades of blue and green mingle, in the
sky, the sea and the nature of Corfu. Off
the coast of Kanoni is an island on which
stands the Vlacherna monastery and the
famous Pontikonissi Island (Mouse Island),
with the Church of Pantokrator. According
tolegend, Mouse island is said to be Ulysses’
mythical ship which Poseidon turned to
stone, as Homer tells us in the Odyssey.
The visit will end with a walking tour down
the winding streets in the island’s capital,
Corfu City, whose Old Town developed in
a confined space, between two fortresses
and encircled by ramparts. You will visit St
Spyridon church, the city’'s most famous
monument built at the end of the 16" century
and whose interior will stun you with the
splendor of its Byzantine icons.

LENGTH: 3.75 hours

We'll visit the Dominican Friary, its lovely
Gothic cloister, and its extraordinary
museum of religious art - with several
valuable paintings, including a triptych by
Nikola Bozidarevic depicting Dubrovnik
before the great earthquake of 1667. We'll
then see the Rector’s Palace, once the seat
of the government and now a museum
housing furniture, portraits, coats of arms,
paintings, coins, and the original keys to the
city gates. We'll also visit the cathedral which
keeps in its core gold and silver reliquaries
as well as paintings from Titian's workshop,
before moving on to the Onofrio Fountains
and Sponza Palace, a superb Gothic-
Renaissance structure.

GJIROKASTER

LENGTH: 5 hours (3-hour transfer)

Join us for an excursion to Gjirokastér, one
of the most beautiful sites in Albania. Its
castle, which is undoubtedly one of the
most magnificent structures in Gjirokasteér,
sits on a rocky bluff with the city stretching
out around it. This “City of Stone” is also
comprised of hundreds of Ottoman-style
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tower homes with distinctive stone roofs,
wooden balconies, and whitewashed stone
walls. We'll visit the castle and the National
Museum of Armaments located inside, which
houses various arms from the neolithic
period to World War Il. We'll also enjoy a
tasting of some local products.

Stari Bar, meaning “Old Bar," is located a
few miles from the newer city of Bar at the
foot of Mount Rumija. Although Stari Bar
was abandoned after the 1979 earthquake
because the agueduct that supplied water
to the town was damaged, it was restored
some years later and the population began
to return. The walls along Stari Bar contain
some fascinating ruins, including the
foundations of St. George Cathedral, the
Church of St. John, and the Church of St.
Verenada. Enjoy some free time to stroll
about the town on your own.

TIRANA

LENGTH: 5 hours (3-hour transfer)

We'll hit the road for Tirana. We'll first visit
the National History Museum, which takes
you chronologically from ancient lllyria to
the post-communist era. The museum is
divided into pavilions, each portraying the
diversity of Albanian history. After our visit,
we'll set out on foot for Skanderbeg Square,
the city centre surrounded by important
government buildings, as well as the historic
Et’hem Bey Mosque (the mosque is currently
closed for renovations; the initial visit to this
site will be replaced by a tour of the Blloku
area). Once the area where the communist
elite resided, it is now an upscale location for
dining, shopping, and entertainment. Blloku
is also well-known for its colorful, sometimes
garish facades that contrast with the gray
Soviet-era buildings. The simple, three-story
former residence of Enver Halil Hoxha, head
of Albania for over 40 years, can still be seen
on Ismail Qemali Street.

We'll also see
where the Zambezi River plunges over the
cliff to become the widest waterfall in the
world, creating the “smoke that thunders”.

We'll leave on a panoramic tour of the city.

We'll then take the
Table Mountain Cableway to soak up the
360-degree views of Table Bay and the
nearby peaks of the surrounding mountains.

We'll return to Cape Town for
lunch on the waterfront. Afterwards, we'll visit
the Groot Constantia estate, considered the
oldest vineyard in South Africa. For the past
300 years, agricultural activities at Groot
Constantia have focused on wine making,
and the Constantia wines have become
renowned throughout Europe. We'll visit
the cellar followed by a tasting*. We'll have
dinner and spend the night at the hotel.

THE CAPE PENINSULA

We'll set out for the legendary Cape of Good
Hope Peninsula. We'll ride along Chapman’s
Peak Drive, located on the Atlantic coast of
the southwestern tip of South Africa. The
narrow stretch of land, dotted with beautiful
valleys, bays and beaches, contains a mix
of extraordinarily diverse and unique fauna
and flora. We'll take the famous Flying
Dutchman funicular to the summit to see
the old lighthouse and relish the panoramic
views. We'll have lunch before discovering
the penguin colony near Simon’s Town. Once
called Jackass Penguins, they are famous for
their hilarious braying call. We'll have dinner
and spend the night at the hotel.

Core program
SIEM REAP

» The Beng Mealea Temple

Isolated from the touristy spots, it is one of
the few temples to have remained intact
since it was first discovered. Built between
M2 and 1152, it is said to have served as an
inspiration for the construction of the Angkor
Wat temple complex.

» The Jewels of Angkor

We'll leave for an early visit of Ta Prohm,
an 1186 Cambodian temple dedicated to
the family of Jayavarman VII. We'll then
explore Angkor Thom, a vast architectural
complex which can be accessed through
five gates. At its center is the monumental
temple of Bayon—famous for its towers and
172 faces of Avalokitesvara. Stroll through
the grounds of the former Royal Palace,
where the Phimeanakas Sanctuary is found.
Discover the Terrace of the Elephants and
the Terrace of the Leper King. After lunch
in town, we'll visit the Senteurs d’Angkor: a
diverse collection of silk and carvings, as
well as a superb range of traditional beauty
products and spices, all made locally. We'll
also visit the silk weaving workshops and
discover the traditional weaving techniques
that are still being used today.

» Angkor Wat temple complex

The epitome of Khmer architectural
art, Angkor Wat is the largest religious
monument in the world and an architectural
masterpiece.

KAMPONG CHHNANG

Kampong Chhnang is one of the largest
fishing ports. The region is best known for
its particularly archaic pottery that can be
found throughout the country. We'll taste
some of the local products.

KAMPONG TRALACH,
KOH CHEN AND TUK-TUK
TOUR IN PHNOM PENH

We will set out to visit the beautiful Vihara
at the Wat Kampong Tralach Leu pagoda.
To access the pagoda we need to cross
the village of Kampong Tralach in ox
carts, moving along a small road that runs
perpendicular to the river in the middle of
magnificent rice fields. The Vihara was built at
the beginning of the last century and still has
its splendid murals. Totally hidden among
the rice fields, it's a little-visited, modest
pagoda whose complete isolation makes
the site even more fascinating. After our
excursion, we'll return on board and cast
off as you sit down to lunch. Once we arrive in
Koh Chen, you can explore this small village
where craftspeople specialize in silver and
copper work and where ornaments used
in traditional ceremonies at the pagoda or
for marriages are fashioned. After returning
on board, we'll spend the afternoon cruising
towards Phnom Penh, arriving in the early
evening. Enjoy a brief tour of the area by
“tuk-tuk,"the easiest way to get around the
city. We'll return to the ship and enjoy a
performance of classical Khmer dancing
and music.

PHNOM PENH

Founded in 1434, Phnom Penh, after much
rehabilitation of part of its architectural
heritage, still retains a good deal of its
charm from the French colonial period. We'll
enjoy a tour of the fabulous Royal Palace,
the residence of the king of Cambodia
and one of the most impressive examples
of Cambodian architecture. We will then
visit the Silver Pagoda, which is inlaid with
more than 5000 silver tiles and contains
hidden treasures. Most notable is a small
17th-century crystal Buddha and a life-
sized gold Buddha decorated with 9,584

diamonds, the largest of which weighs 25
carats. Onward to visit the National Museum,
which houses the Museum of Fine Arts,
built in 1917 by the French but using the
traditional Khmer style. The museum also
serves a religious function; its collection of
important Buddhist and Hindu sculpture
addresses community religious needs as
a place of worship. After lunch in town, you
can pay a visit to the Tuol Svay Prey School,
a former detention, torture, and execution
center run by the Khmer Rouge during the
civil war. Afterwards, enjoy some free time
at the market.

CHAUDOC

Located on the border between Cambodia
and Vietnam, Chau Doc became part of
Vietnam 300 years ago. The town sits
among a giant patchwork of rice fields along
the Mekong River. The now-prosperous area
has developed around fish and fish farming.
The town is a busy, lively place with few
tourists and several charming colonial
buildings. The market is the nerve center
of Chau Doc. We'll pay a visit to the Ba Chua
Xu Temple and the Tay An Pagoda.

SA DEC

We'll discover the local market and visit the
former house of Huynh Thuy Le, the man
who Marguerite Duras based her book
The Lover on. In colonial times, Sa Dec
was known as the “Garden of Cochinchina”
because of its famous floral gardens. We'll
have lunch on board and cruise to Vinh
Long—located in the middle of the delta,
between two distributaries of the Mekong
River. Hundreds of small boats abound
between houses built on stilts. We'll set out
in smaller boats and travel through canals
and orchards before arriving in Cai Be. We'll
discover a brick and pottery factory as well
as a traditional factory producing puffed rice,
rice-paper wrappers and rice alcohol.

MY THO

We visit the islands close to My Tho. They
are famous for their vast orchards and fruit
gardens. The climate is hot and comfortable
all year. The surrounding countryside makes
up one the most luxurious cultivated areas
in Vietnam (coconut, banana, mango, and
longan trees). On one of the largest islands,
Thoi Son, we'll visit a bee farm and enjoy
some honey tea and exotic fruit. We'll
then take a ride in small sampans along
the canal lined with mangrove palms and
have a glimpse of villagers going about
their daily life.

HO-CHI-MINH CITY (SAIGON)

« Full day

Ho Chi Minh City was heavily influenced by
French colonialism in the 19" century. It is
now the largest port in Vietnam. We'll enjoy
a tour of the city to see the Reunification
Palace, Notre Dame Cathedral, and the
Saigon Central Post Office, and visit the
Museum of Vietnamese History. Lunch will
be served on board. In the afternoon, we'll
leave by coach for the Cu Chi tunnels, an
immense network of underground tunnels
that were the location of several military
campaigns during the Vietnam War. The
tunnels were used by Viet Cong soldiers
as hiding spots during combat, as well
as serving as communication and supply
routes, hospitals, food and weapon caches,
and living quarters for numerous North
Vietnamese fighters.

» Morning

We'll spend the morning visiting Cholon,
the Chinese-influenced section of the city,
including its hectic market and the Thien
Hau temple.
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Extended stay

HANOI

We'll spend the day on a guided tour of the
capital, visiting the outside of the historic Ho
Chi Minh Mausoleum on Ba Dinh Square,
Ho Chi Minh’s humble stilt house behind
the mausoleum, and the unique One Pillar
Pagoda Buddhist temple. We'll visit the
Temple of Literature, built in 1070 and
dedicated to Confucius. The temple also
hosts the Imperial Academy, Vietnam's first
national university. It has five courtyards, and
interestingly enough is featured on the back
of the 100,000 Vietnamese dong banknote.
After lunch in town, we'll discover the old
quarter of the city, also known as the “36
Streets,” by pedi-cab or electric mini-bus
(depending on availability). We'll have a tour
of the local “Embassy Row” with its French
colonial-style architecture. This evening, we'll
watch a traditional water puppetry show
and have dinner in the city.

HA LONG BAY CRUISE

We'll leave Hanoi early in the morning for Ha
Long Bay (@pprox. 3.5 hours travel time). We'll
be welcomed aboard a 4-anchor boat and
begin our cruise to discover the thousands
of various limestone islands dotting the
emerald-colored bay. We'll enjoy dinner on
board. The next day, after a Tai Chi class on
deck, we'll continue our cruise through the
bay, discovering more of its extraordinary
scenery and visiting one of the largest caves.

The museum
houses collections based on the precious
items that had been preserved for centuries
in the tsars’ treasury and the Patriarch’s
vestry: royal garments, gold- and silverware,
arms and armours, etc. The highest artistic
level and particular historical and cultural
value of the exhibits have made the Armoury
a world-wide known museum.

SAINT-PETERSBURG

Enjoy a panoramic tour of Saint-Petersburg
including Nevsky Prospect, the city’'s main
commercial street. We'll visit the Peter and
Paul Fortress and its cathedral which has
been the final resting place for all tsars since
Peter the Great. After lunch in town, we'll
discover the State Hermitage Museum,
the tsars’ former Winter Palace listed as a
World Heritage Site by UNESCO due to its
65,000 works of art displayed around 350
different sections.

MANDROGI

WEe'll stop in Mandrogi and enjoy some
free time to explore this village, its many
tourist attractions such as colorful izbas,
and traditional artisanal crafts. Mandrogi
was founded in 1996 by the side of the
Svir, mid-way between Lake Ladoga and
Lake Onega. Itis a tourist village built in pure
Russian tradition to illustrate rural life in the
19 century.

KIZHI

Located at the heart of Lake Onega in the
Republic of Karelia, Kizhi is one of Russia’s
must-see attractions. We'll visit the open-
air museum that houses a collection of
amazing wooden structures from the past,
including old chapels and houses, windmills
and granaries as well as barns and racks
for drying crops. The gem of this collection
is the 22-domed Transfiguration Church
(currently being renovated), covered with
golden leaves and religious portraits.

GORITSY

We'll stop off in Goritsy to catch a glimpse of
rural Russian life in a typical village. We'll visit
the school and a traditional house to better
understand the daily lives of the inhabitants.
We'll also take a stroll around the Monastery
of Resurrection before some free time in
the village.

YAROSLAVL

Yaroslavl, one of the most attractive among
the Golden Ring cities, was founded by
Yaroslavl the Wise in 1010. The city quickly
became a major trade centre and has been
listed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site since
2005. We'll visit Spasski Monastery (also
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known as St Saviour Monastery), built in the
12" century and surrounded by a powerful
defensive wall since the 16! century.

UGLICH

We'll visit this historic town, first settled
along the banks of the Volga River in 937.
Itis viewed as one of the most treasurable
towns of the Golden Ring due to the number
of buildings with ancient architecture. We'll
visit the Uglich Kremlin and the Church of
Saint Dmitry on the Blood with its red walls,
snow-white moldings and bright blue domes.
The church was constructed under Peter
the Great on the site of Tsarevich Dmitry’s
death. We'll then visit the Transfiguration
Cathedral, a large, green domed, yellow and
white building constructed in the early 18"
century. The inside is one large vault covered
with both frescoes and painted icons.

MOSCOW

We'll set out for a panoramic tour of the
city, stopping by the Cathedral of Christ
the Saviour, rebuilt in 1995 as an exact
replica of the 1883 version that had been
demolished in 1931 by Stalin. We'll also
discover the Donskoy Monastery, built out
of wood in 1592 and truly conceived as a
fortress whose goal was to defend the city
from a Mongolian invasion. Rebuilt in the 171
century, itis today surrounded by gorgeous
ramparts. The cemetery houses the grave
of Aleksandr Solzhenitsyn.

MOSCOw

We'll start our tour passing by the Red
Square, a space cleared by Ivan the Great
and reorganized by Ivan the Terrible, which
is now the historic and political centre of
Russia. We'll then stop by the celebrated
GUM State Department Store. After lunchin
town, we'll visit the Kremlin, former residence
of the tsars, and take a stroll around the
Cathedral Square where we'll come across
the most ancient monuments. We'll finish
up with a visit of the wonderful Cathedral
of the Dormition.

FORMALITIES

Passengers should contact their Embassy or
Consulate to ensure any essential paperwork
is obtained before travelling.

HEALTH FORMALITIES

We would like to remind passengers
with limited mobility that many of
the visits and excursions are on
foot. A good physical condition is a
prerequisite.

There are no compulsory vaccinations
required although inoculation against
diphtheria is strongly recommended.

CURRENCY

The Rouble cannot be bought in advance
and must be obtained on the spot. The Euro
and US Dollar are both now more commonly
found in use.

Credit cards are becoming more widely
accepted. We do not recommend Travellers'
Cheques.

You can't exchange money on board the ship.

CLIMATE

The weather in the area is extremely cold
in the winter and hot in the summer, with
very short springs and falls. Spring arrives
at the end of April in Moscow. The weather
is usually sunny and it warms up quickly, but

temperatures fall again during the evening.
Once June arrives, summer is in full season.
Itis often very hot in Moscow, with frequent
thunderstorms. It is a bit more temperate on
the Baltic coasts or in Saint Petersburg, where
the White Nights can be chilly. Autumn can
be unpredictable. From September onward,
warm days alternate with cold days in both
Moscow and Saint-Petersburg.

TIPS

We recommend tipping the crew
approximately $6 - €5 per day and per
passenger, and the same amount for guides
and drivers during excursions.

ELECTRICITY
220 volts - please bring the appropriate
adapters and converters.

EXCURSION INFORMATION
Russian authorities can unexpectedly close
certain sites or museums. If this occurs, we
will propose an alternative.

Certain places we will visit have very high
levels of security. The Kremlin, for example,
is not only a tourist site, but the seat of the
Russian government. We cannot be held
liable for any unforeseen closings, but we
will commit to doing our best to ensure
comparable substitute excursions.
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Frequent traffic jams in Moscow and Saint
Petersburg can disturb the sequence of
certain excursions.

Core program
KOLKATA

Enjoy a panoramic tour to discover the
architectural richness of the city. Kolkata
contains numerous colonial-era sites: Raj
Bhavan—the official residence of the regional
governor—and Council House Street. In the
afternoon, we will visit the Mother House of
the Missionaries of Charity, where Mother
Theresa lived, prayed, and worked, and
where her body was laid to rest in 1997.

KOLKATA & BANDEL

Kolkata is a modern, cosmopolitan city with
great cultural influence in the country. We'll
enjoy a panoramic tour of the city and visit
St. John's Church, the third oldest church
in the city.

MATIARI & PLASSEY
BATTLEFIELD

Enjoy a stroll through the charming market
town of Matiari, where coppersmiths still
work the metal using the techniques passed
down from generation to generation. We'll
tour the battlefield in Plassey, thought to be
one of the most important battles that took
place in the 18" century for the control of the
Indian subcontinent by the colonial powers.

KHUSHBAGH

& MURSHIDABAD

We'll walk to Khushbagh, the Garden of
Happiness, packed with history and beauty.
We'll then visit Baranagar Village to get a
good feeling of rural life in the area and
explore a bit of authentic India off the
beaten path. In the afternoon, we'll visit
Murshidabad and tour Hazar Duari Palace,
known as the Palace of 1000 doors, which
is now a museum containing fascinating
artifacts. The vast, brick Katra Masjid, built
injust one year in the 18" century, is regarded
as the top tourist attraction in the city for its
beauty and history.

CHANDERNAGORE
Chandernagore is a former French colony
that has been able to preserve its unique
identity over the years. We'll visit the house
that once belonged to the governor for
the French East India Company in the
18" century. We'll then visit Sacred Heart
Church, one of the most beautiful examples
of architecture during the French period.

KOLKATA: FLOWER MARKET
& PARESHNATH JAIN

Enjoy a stroll through the splendid flower
market under the Howrah Bridge, where
Indians buy flowers for worship. Our trek will
continue to the ghats along the banks of the
Ganges. These are the steps leading to the
water where people come to participate in
a number of rituals. We'll spend some time
visiting the Pareshnath Jain Temple, one of
the most important in the city.

VARANASI: RAMNAGAR FORT
& SARNATH MUSEUM

After an early morning cruise and a walk
all the way to Alamgir Mosque and Kashi
Vishvanath Temple, enjoy a tour of the grand
Ramnagar Fort and its museum. We'll also
visit Sarnath, where Siddhartha Gautama first
taught the Dharma, and the museum which
contains a magnificent collection of Buddhist
writings.

DELHI

LUXOR:
KARNAK & LUXOR TEMPLES

We'll visit the Karnak Temple Complex,
once one of the largest and most important
religious complexes in ancient Egypt. The
immense size of Karnak, as well as its various
details, makes it an invaluable historical
site and resource for understanding
the evolution of ancient Egypt. In the
afternoon, we'll tour the Luxor Temple, a
strikingly graceful monument in the heart
of the modern town. Its main function was
during the annual Opet celebrations, when
the statues of Amun, Mut, and Khonsu were
reunited during the inundation of the river.

EDFU: TEMPLE OF HORUS
We'llleave in horse-drawn carriages to visit the
Temple of Horus. Built between 237 and 57 BC,
this temple is one of the best-preserved ancient
monuments in Egypt. It was excavated in the
mid-19th century after being buried under sand
and rubble for hundreds of years.

ASWAN: DAM & PHILAE
TEMPLE COMPLEX

Discover the Aswan Dam, one of the largest
dams in the world which tames the Nile River
and provides electricity to the country. We'll
then visit the Philae Temple Complex: After the
dam was finished in 1902, the temple complex
was partially submerged, soin 1960, UNESCO
started a project to save the buildings. In the
long run, every building was dismantled into
units and then transported to this nearby island
for reconstruction. The most ancient temple is
dedicated to Isis and dates back to 380 BC. In
the afternoon, we'llboard small local boats and
enjoy a ride on the Nile, between the granite

islands and the natural reserve, passing close
to Elephantine Island. We'll then take a stroll
in a typical Nubian village and discover its
school and clinic.

KOM OMBO TEMPLE

We'll visit the Temple of Kom Ombo,
dedicated to the gods Sobek (the
crocodile god), Haroeris (“Horus the
Elder”), Tasenetnofret (the Good Sister), and
Panebtawy (Lord of the Two Lands). By the
late 1800s, much of the temple had been
either destroyed by earthquakes, the waters
of the Nile, or builders who took the stone for
other projects. It was cleaned and restored
by Jacques de Morgan in 1893. The temple
is unique because its dual design shows
that there were courts, halls, sanctuaries,
and rooms duplicated for two sets of gods.

LUXOR: VALLEY OF THE
KINGS & HARPER’S TOMB

Joinus for a visit to the Valley of the Kings and
four of its tombs, including the longest and
deepest of royal tombs built for Seti|. It was also
the first tomb to feature decorations on every
passageway and chambers with highly refined
bas-reliefs and colorful paintings. We'll also stop
for a photo op at the Colossi of Memnon and
the Mortuary Temple of Hatshepsut. We'll
then visit “The Harper's Tomb,” one of the
most famous in the valley. Tomb KV11 is the
tomb of Pharaoh Ramesses |lI, one of the
last great monarchs in ancient Egypt. In the
afternoon, welll cross the Nile in small, local
boats to the west bank and begin our tour
on an auto rickshaw. This is the moment to
discover the off-the-beaten-path sites visited
and experience dalily life within typical villages.

Optional
ABU SIMBEL TEMPLES

We'll leave for the Abu Simbel archaeological
site in the morning. Discovering these
amazing rock temples is one of the highlights
of a trip to Egypt. Located about 140 miles
(230 km and three hours driving time)
southwest of Aswan, the complex is in the
heart of the desert, at the border with Sudan,
and is the most impressive imprint left by
Ramesses Il. Through an extraordinary effort,
the complex was relocated in its entirety in
1968 in order to escape the waters during
the creation of the dam and Lake Nasser.
The twin temples were carved out of the
original mountainside and serve as a lasting
monument to the pharaoh and his queen,
Nefertari. We'll have lunch in Abu Simbel and
return to the ship in the afternoon before our
ship begins to cruise once again.

SOUND & LIGHT SHOW
AT THE KARNAK TEMPLE

COMPLEX

Discover the history of Egypt with this
spectacular Sound and Light show at the
Philae Temple dedicated to the goddess Isis.
After the building of the Aswan Dam, the
temple complex was partially submerged.

It was
built between 1176 and 1207 by Saladin to
protect the city from the Crusaders and
ensure the supremacy of its army.

The oldest tombstone of the necropolis dates
back to the reign of Hor-Aha, the second
pharaoh of the First Dynasty of Egypt. We'll
visit the Pyramid of Teti, the first pharaoh of the
Sixth dynasty of Egypt whose sarcophagus
still lies in the pyramid. In the afternoon, wel'll
discover the Great Pyramid of Giza, the oldest
of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World,
and the only one to have remained largely
intact. Next to this magnificent monument
are the pyramids of Khafre and Menkaure as
well as the mysterious Great Sphinx of Giza,
a mythical creature with the body of a lion
and the head of a human.

Ex: 10, 20, 30 .. years of
marriage =10, 20, 30% .. off. The latter is only
valid for the year of the anniversary in the
period of August 2019 to December 2020
and applicable upon presentation of the
marriage certificate or family register. This
discount is only valid on the cruise fare,
excluding surcharges and delivery costs.
The discount is not retroactive or
reimbursable and cannot be combined with
any other offer. The discount does not apply
to products of the brand or CroisiVoyages.
16. INDIVIDUAL CABIN: The number of
individual cabins cannot exceed 12, except
for those stays and cruises which are
products of CroisiVoyages.

17. FOREIGN ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: You
must meet the immigration and customs
formalities in force at the time the voyage
takes place, including any necessary tourist
and transit visas andy health certificates, for
all countries through which the cruise
itinerary passes. You must have a passport
valid for at least six months following
disembarkation and necessary visas when
boarding. Guests are advised to check with
their travel agent, the State Department at
www.ravelstategov or, for Canadians, go to
https://travel.gc.ca/travelling/advisories to
determine which documents they must
obtain. If you are not permitted to board a
flight or find yourself denied entry into a
country, owing to your failure to present
documents required by the authorities, you
may not claim a refund of any kind. If
incorrect documents are obtained, you may
not be able to participate in particular shore
excursions and may be denied boarding
and/ or entry into certain countries. In the
event of noncompliance, all costs incurred
are yours alone. Commercial Visa services
are available to assist with visas to Russia
and certain Asian countries, including
Vietnam and Cambodia. You are also
required to provide us with any information
necessary to enable us to satisfy our own
security obligations. In situations where we
arrange entry documents for you, we do so
on the basis of the information that you
supply. We cannot be held liable under any
circumstances if any information provided
proves to be erroneous.

NB: Between publication of this brochure
and the date of departure, -certain
requirements may change. Indeed, the
regulations of the different countries change
frequently without notice. They are given in
the brochure only as a guide, and it remains
your responsibility to be informed of the
necessary steps at the time of your trip. We
cannot be held responsible for the failure to
observe the formalities or for fines resulting
from the failure to observe the customs or
health regulations of the countries visited.
Due to airline security measures, your
passport name must match your airline
ticket name or you may be denied boarding.
For certain cruises currently including
Seville, Venice, Dubrovnik (sea port harbors),
and Danube cruises, we require full details
of passport information to comply with
requirements of customs authorities.

18. MINORS: Reservations from minors will

not be accepted but must be made by the
parents or other adults of more than 21
years of age with the necessary
authorizations. Minors are not permitted to
travel on board unaccompanied. They must
be accompanied by parents or adults of
more than 21 years of age. No alcoholic
beverages shall be served to minors on
board. Proof of the customer’s age may be
requested by the ship's personnel.

19. MEDICAL CONTRAINDICATIONS: You
must be medically, physically and
psychologically fit to undertake a trip
without endangering your life or the life of
others. No medical services are offered
aboard our ships.

If you have a physical or mental incapacity,
limited capacity of mobility, an illness
requiring treatment or medical care, or if
you are pregnant, you should inform the
travel agent at the time of booking. No
reservation can be accepted if your physical
or mental condition is likely to render your
participation in the cruise or on the vacation
impossible or dangerous for yourself or
others, or if you require forms of care or
assistance impossible to provide aboard
ship. Some suppliers (hoteliers, airlines and
cruise companies, etc) may require a
medical certificate confirming that you are
fit to travel, or you may refuse to accept the
booking if they feel that they will be unable
to provide assistance or treatment deemed
necessary for your health and well-being.
All personal accidents, diversions or forced
stopover costs disrupting the course of the
cruise are your financial responsibility, if it is
determined that you concealed vyour
unfitness to travel.

We recommend the wearing of footwear
suitable for life aboard and for excursions
with non-slip soles. Some vaccinations,
although not mandatory, may be
recommended by health authorities.

20. DISABLED GUESTS: You must report
any disability requiring special assistance
while on a CroisiEurope itinerary to
CroisiEurope at the time the reservation is
made. All vessels and motor coaches are
equipped to comply with European
standards. Most transportation services,
including the vessels and motor coaches, are
not equipped with elevators or wheelchair
ramps. Only our 3-deck ships have elevators
(which cannot service the sun deck).
CroisiEurope will make reasonable attempts
to accommodate the special needs of
disabled travelers, but is not responsible in
the event it is unable to do so nor is it
responsible for any denial of services by
vessel operators, air carriers, hotels,
restaurants or other independent suppliers.
We regret that we cannot provide individual
assistance to a vacation participant for
walking, dining, getting on and off vessels,
motor coaches and other vehicles, or other
personal needs. A qualified and physically
able companion must accompany travelers
who need such assistance and must assume
full responsibility for their well-being.

21. DENIED BOARDING AND PREMATURE
DISEMBARKATION: Boarding may be
denied or your cruise may be curtailed (at
your risk and cost) when, in the opinion of
the ships captain or the senior officer on
board, you are not fit to travel, for
administrative or other legitimate reasons, or
if you disrupt or endanger other passengers.
You may be put ashore in any port of call
whatsoever without the ship owner’s liability
being invoked. The river cruise operator may
not be required to reimburse the days of the
cruise not completed or to cover any costs
occasioned by being thus put ashore.

22. COMPLIANCE WITH THE TIMING OF
STOPOVERS: On stopovers, the latest time
for returning to the ship and departure of the
ship are announced and posted aboard as
stipulated by the senior officer on board. You
are required to abide by such times. The
company declines all liability in the event of
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failure to board at the appointed time, and no
refund or compensation will be provided.
23. SHORE EXCURSIONS: The itineraries of
the excursions defined in the programs are
given only as a rough guide and may be
subject to variations owing to external
circumstances  (eg.  meteorological
conditions, strikes, transports delays, closure
of sites by the local authorities, etc) or
owing to local service providers. Some of
the places visited are subject to high levels
of security (the Kremlin for example). The
authorities in any country may therefore
close any place and prohibit visits without
notice. We cannot be held responsible for
the unexpected closure of any intended site,
and we will always do our best to arrange an
alternative visit in such instances. In the
event of cancellation of an excursion, we will
try to offer replacement tours. In the event
of cancellation, the excursion price will be
refunded. No additional compensation may
be claimed in such circumstances.

A minimum number of guests may be
required to operate an excursion. If that
number is not reached, the excursion may
be cancelled or an additional charge may
be assessed.

For the cruises on the Volga and the Mekong,
the excursions that are booked locally are
organized by local companies independent
of CroisiEurope. Even if they are proposed by
our local representatives, as an extra service
to passengers, they are bought freely on the
spot and do not form a component part of
the holiday booked through CroisiEurope. All
descriptions and tariffs shown are for
guidance purposes only.

Any dispute, accident or incident in the
delivery of these services must be solved
on the spot with the company concerned
and are not the responsibility of
CroisiVoyages or the travel agency from
which the trip was booked.

24. PERSONAL ITEMS / LUGGAGE: Animals,
hazardous objects and products, such as
illegal substances, firearms, weapons and
knives, explosives, oxygen, compressed air or
infammable products, etc. are strictly
prohibited on board. The ship owner reserves
the right to deny boarding if you are in
possession of such items. You will be
responsible for all damage suffered by the
ship owner owing to the failure to abide by
the aforementioned obligations.

Security of luggage and of personal
belongings is your responsibility. We cannot,
in any way, be held responsible for lost
items. Forgetting luggage on board may
result in the charging of any additional costs
incurred in recovering it. We advise you to
take out luggage insurance.

In the event of loss, late delivery or damage
to luggage in the context of air transfers, it is
the passenger’s responsibility to fill in the
luggage complaint form at the airport with
the airline.

25. VALUABLE ITEMS: We are not
responsible for loss of or damage to valuable
items, money, financial documents, jewelry,
and personal property. We request you not to
leave valuable items unattended. Furthermore,
we advise you not to leave in the luggage you
entrust to carriers any valuable items, keys or
identity papers, or medicinal products essential
to your health. We cannot be held responsible
in the event of damage to and loss or theft of
personal effects.

26. COMPLAINTS: If there are problems
during the trip, please contact your
attendant or purser immediately to find a
solution. All complaints must be forwarded
to us within 10 days of disembarkation, in
writing. Our response time varies from 1to 3
months depending on the time necessary
to follow up with staff, hotels or service
providers necessary for any claim.

27. PURCHASES: All purchases made from
local vendors are the sole responsibility of
customers. Please do not purchase
counterfeit items.



28. CANCELLATION OF CRUISES BY
CROISIEUROPE: CroisiEurope reserves the
right to cancel cruises for circumstances of
force majeure, recurrent climatic or natural
events (high and low water, cyclones, etc.) or
circumstances which may render it
impossible to enjoy certain service
provisions for reasons relating to passenger
safety, at any time prior to departure or
during the cruise. CroisiEurope will, insofar
as this is possible, offer a replacement cruise
of equivalent value. You may take advantage
of such replacement cruise or else receive a
refund under the terms set out in these
conditions. If you accept the replacement
cruise, no reimbursement or payment of
compensation will take place. CroisiEurope
reserves the right to cancel a cruise without
liability up to 21 days prior to departure in
the event of insufficient bookings.

29. CHANGES TO PROGRAMS, ITINE-
RARIES AND TIMETABLES: In the event of a
strike, bad weather conditions endangering
the operation of the vessel or extraordinary
circumstances, CroisiEurope may at times
and without notice, advance or delay a
departure or a stopover or, if need be, change
ports of call. We are not responsible in the
event of earlier or later departure or arrival,
modification or substitution of ports of call.
CroisiEurope may not be held responsible for
any failure to adhere to the arrival and
departure times given in this brochure,
regardless of the port of call.

The captain is the sole master on board and
may decide at any time to divert the ship or
cancel a port of call. The captain may cancel
the cruise or modify the itinerary of the
cruise if he judges it appropriate to the
interests of passengers and the safety of the
vessel. If the cruise is interrupted for reasons
of force majeure, we will provide a refund for
the days of the cruise affected but will have
no further liability.

Possible unforeseen circumstances (civil or
religious festivals, political demonstrations,
strikes, breakdowns, traffic jams, changes by
government authorities, or other legitimate
reason) may bring about modifications to
visits or excursions for which CroisiEurope is
not responsible. Some destinations are
subject to particular meteorological and
climatic conditions. Some ports of call may
be reversed, curtailed or cancelled,
particularly for the reasons stated above. In
the event of cancellation, shore excursions
will be reimbursed. No other compensation
will be payable.

30. CHANGE IN CABIN CATEGORY OR
NUMBER BY THE SHIPOWNER: For tech-
nical or operational reasons, river companies
or ship-owners may allot a cabin other than
the one in your confirmation without liability
other than the refund of the difference in
price if a change to a lower category cabin
is necessary.

31. TRANSPORTATION DELAYS: The consi-
derable increase in air and rail traffic, events
beyond our control (strikes, technical
incidents, meteorology, etc) and safety
imperatives mean that charter and regular
airline companies and railway companies
are not always able to respect their

schedules. Delays, both on departure and
on return, are possible and are beyond the
control of the carrier, the tour operator and
the travel agency, and we have no liability
for such delays. Therefore, allow a
reasonable period of time, particularly for
the return flight, in the event of connecting
flights or important appointments.

If you are traveling to or from the cruise by you
own means, we recommend that you book
tickets which can be changed or refunded.
32. RESPONSIBILITY OF CROISIEUROPE:
CroisiEurope America Corp, a Florida
corporation, acts only as agent for the
cruise line, Alsace Croisieres - CroisiEurope
SAS, a French company doing business as
CroisiEurope. In its capacity as organizer
of cruises, both as owner and charterer,
the responsibility of CroisiEurope is limited
to issues pertaining to the ships crew
and to the ship. We are not responsible
for any damage suffered by passengers
on dry land, such as injuries, accidents,
loss, irregularities, delays, lack of means
of transport, etc. imputable to external
companies such as airline companies,
hotels, reception agencies, restaurateurs,
suppliers, etc. Non-cruise service such as
land transportation, accommodation,
and transfers reserved in addition to the
cruise do not fall under our responsibility.
We have no special knowledge regarding
the financial condition of travel suppliers,
unsafe conditions, health hazards, weather
hazards, or climate extremes at locations
to which you may travel. For information
concerning possible dangers at destinations,
we recommend contacting the US. State
Department at (202) 6475225 or go to
wwwiravelstategov, click on “Find Interna-
tional travel Information’, then click on
"Country Information’, and fill in the name
of the destination country.

You hereby release us and our affiliates from
any and all claims for loss or damage to
baggage or property or from personal
injuries or death, or from loss delay, arising
out of the acts, omissions or negligence of
any independent contractors, such as air
carriers, hotels, shore excursion operators,
restaurateurs, transportation  providers,
medical personnel or other providers of
services or facilities. All arrangements made
for guests with independent contractors,
including medical services, are made solely
for convenience to participant and are done
at the participants own risk. Medical
personnel are independent contractors. We
are no responsible for damages for emotional
distress, mental suffering or psychological
injury or any kind, except to the extent
prohibited by 46 US.C §183c(b), which applies
only to cruises to or from points in the United
States. Tickets, vouchers and any other travel
documents are subject to all terms and
conditions of the respective suppliers (some
of which may limit suppliers' liability).

We are entitled to any and all liability
limitations, immunities and rights applicable
to them or any of them under the Strasbourg
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convention on the limitation of Liability of
Owners of Inland Navigation Vessels (CLND,
with protocols and amendments, together
with the further provisions of the International
Convention of Limitation of Liability for
Maritime Claims, 1976, with revisions and
amendments  (hereinafter  collectively
referred to as the “Convention”). We are also
entitled to any and all exemptions from
liability, liability limitations, immunities and
rights applicable under the 1976 Athens
Convention as amended, which limits the
carrier’s liability for death of or personal injury
to a passenger to no more than 46666
special drawing rights as defined therein
(approximately US$70000 which fluctuates

33. REPATRIATION ASSISTANCE: Medical
repatriation and assistance is included in all
our cruises. It is policy 58224397 with Europ
Assistance. For further information, please
inquire. NOTE: This does not cover hospital
or other medical costs incurred.

34. TRAVEL AGENT: |l travel agents are
solely your agents for purposes of the
Passenger Ticket Contract and all other
documents concerning the river or ocean
cruise and any related arrangements made
by the travel agent for any other or related
travel, lodging, excursions, tours or facilities
of any nature, neither we nor the operator
or carrier of the river or ocean cruise vessel
shall be responsible for any representation
or conduct of your travel agent, including
but not limited to any failure to remit your
funds to us as sales agent for the particular
operator or carrier, which will not relieve you
of liability for payment.

35. FORUM & JURISDICTION FOR LEGAL
ACTION - JURY WAIVER: This agreement is
considered to be made and accepted in
Palm Beach, Florida. These terms and the
rights and obligations of the parties and any
legal action concerning their interpretation,
enforcement, or claimed breach of term,
obligation or duty as contained or related to
these provisions or arising from the terms
and conditions shall be interpreted,
construed and governed by the laws of the
State of Florida, and any such claims shall
be litigated, if at all before a court of
competent jurisdiction in the courts of the
county of Palm Beach, Florida USA, to the
exclusion of any other courts in other
country, state, county, city or municipality or
locale. You agree to consent to jurisdiction
and waive any objection that may be
available to any such action or proceedings
being brought in such courts. You and we
waive the right to trial by jury.
